Dear all: 

  

Chinese engineers/scientists can now fly spaceships to Mars, just like American 

engineers/scientists can.  If we think that Chinese (mainland, Taiwan and overseas together) do 

not know how to build flood control facilities, it will be an insult. 

  

Yes, Chinese experts together could find good solutions for flood control. Flood control is not a 

rocket science, but certainly has been a rocket problem in China since 3000+ years ago. We 

cannot ignore its importance any more.  Chinese government bears major responsibility because 

it needs to understand the importance of establishing long term hydrogeological data for sizing 

and siting of the flood control facilities. Without any long-term hydrogeological data (100+++ 

years) and without government's leadership, Chinese engineers/scientists are handicapped.  

Certain areas of Taiwan, ROC and the US also have repeated annual flood problems during 

annual typhoon/hurricane seasons because there are no political will to offer money and effort to 

solve the problem, not because of lacking any know-how.  

   

Not long ago there was an infamous lead poisoning problem in the drinking water of Flint Water 

Treatment Plant, Michigan, USA. Lead and corrosion control is a common knowledge, definitely 

not a rocket science. However, suddenly it becomes a national awareness issue. Entire US and 

even many other industrial countries start to have regional, national and international 

conferences discussing the "importance" (not the "knowledge") of lead and corrosion control at 

water treatment plants. All local and national newspapers have had full coverages for the 

drinking water problems, and all levels of the US governments (local, State, and Federal) 

increase their awareness and especially their budgets for potable water treatment. 

  

May I suggest that CAWRA in collaboration with Chinese engineers/scientists together push this 

kind of awareness activities throughout China.  The government may allocate more funds for 

flood control research and infrastructure development. China is now the second richest country 

in the world.  I believe that we can do it.  May we just do it?
